Minutes Acceptance: Minutes of Mar 5, 2018 7:00 PM  (APPROVAL OF MINUTES)
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(7)  Fences shall be prohibited in a floodplain unless the requirements within 
chapter 5, article VIII are met.  

(d)  Height.  

(1)  No wall or fence shall exceed six six (6)feet in height. 

(2)  Fences are limited to 48 inches in height in the first layer of a lot (see 
chapter 19A, table 15) or a front yard.  

(3)  Fencing is permitted around secondary front yards (corner lots) abutting a 
street, alley or other right-of-way, but such fencing must be set back at least 
six feet from the primary facade of the principal building.  

(4)  When a primary structure does not exist on site or where a primary facade 
is not present, the front yard fence setback shall be set as follows:  

a.  The maximum front setback permitted in the T-Zone or TND Zone, 
whichever one is applicable.  

b.  The minimum front setback for R-6, R-7, residential districts.  

c.  Minimum of 20 feet for commercial (HC or RC) or industrial (I) districts. 

(5)  Height deviations.  

a.  The following uses defined in chapter 19A, table 8 or public utilities  may 
request a deviation through administrative waiver to allow for a 
maximum fence height of six seven feet within the first layer of the lot 
structure: (See chapter 19A, 1.5.3 Administrative waivers):  

1.  Industrial.  

2.  Public utilities.  

b.  Fences used in conjunction with ball fields, tennis courts, or other 
recreational sports facilities may request a deviation through 
administrative waiver to allow for a maximum height greater than six 
feet (See chapter 19A, 1.5.3 Administrative waivers).  

 

(e)  Materials. Unless otherwise stated, fencing or walls may not be constructed of 
the following materials:  

(1)  Chain link.  

(2)  Wire weld.  

(3)  Barb wire or razor wire.  

(4)  Unfinished concrete block (split face block is permitted).  

(5)  Temporary materials, with exception of construction sites specified in 
subsection (a) above.

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(6)  Fences used in conjunction with ball fields, tennis courts, other recreational 
sports facilities, may request a deviation of these materials through 
administrative waiver (see chapter 19A, 1.5.3 Administrative waivers).  

(7)  Chain link fence on a private lot line or parallel to the principle frontage 
within the 3 rd layer (to account for fencing that is parallel to the street, but 
behind the frontage of the structure) may request a deviation through 
administrative waiver (see chapter 19A, 1.5.3 Administrative waivers).  

a. A parcel where a primary structure does not exist but follows 
applicable zoning setbacks may also request a deviation of materials 
through an administrative waiver.  

 (8)  Barb wire on a private lot line may request a deviation through 
administrative waiver (see chapter 19A, 1.5.3 Administrative waivers) with 
the following conditions: 

 a. Total fence height shall not exceed seven (7) feet; and   

b. Development is within a Special District outside a Community Unit Type. 

 (f)  Restricted access gates to non-residential, multi-family, or mixed-use 
development. Where access to or within a structure or an area is restricted 
because of secured openings a key box (i.e. Knox-Box or equivalent) is required 
to be installed in an accessible location. The key box shall be of an approved type 
listed in accordance with UL 1037, and shall contain keys to gain access as 
required by the code official.  

(g)  Swimming pool barriers (exterior pools).  

(1)  Barriers shall be located to prohibit children from using pools and spas.  

(2)  Fence shall be four feet minimum height on four sides.  

If an outside wall of a structure serves as the fourth side, door alarms are 
required on doors leading to the pool area. All doors shall have self-
closing and self-latching devices or locks.  

(3)  Fence and locking gates shall be constructed in accordance with the state 
building code, as adopted by the city.  

(h)  Construction.  

(1)  The supporting members and posts shall be on the inside, and the smith 
smooth or flat face on the outside. If two faces are used, each face shall be 
of the same type and finish. Board on board is considered equal treatment.  

(2)  Wood fences shall be painted, stained or pressure treated.  

(3)  No fence or wall shall be constructed with broken glass, spikes, exposed 
nails, barbed wire, electrical elements, or other hazardous material.  

(4)  Concrete or Stucco finishes are to be painted or stained.

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(5)  Fences shall be maintained structurally sound in accordance with the 
International  Property Maintenance Code, as adopted by the city.  

(6)  Unfinished concrete block and split-face block (i.e., without stucco finish), 
specifically excepting split-faced block, shall be prohibited.

(a) Savings Clause.  The provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable, 
and if any clause, sentence, word, section or provision is declared void or unenforceable 
for any reasons by any court of competent jurisdiction, such declaration shall not affect 
any portion of the Ordinance other than said part or portion thereof. 
 

(b)  Repeal.  All ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed. 
 
(c) Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon adoption.
